Building Group

The Passive House (PH) building technology,
introduced from Germany in the 1990s, is cen-
tral to The NEOhaus Building Group with
three certified PH consultants. Far beyond En-
ergy Star and LEED, PH represents today's
highest energy standard with the promise of
slashing the heating energy consumption of
buildings by 90 percent.

PH is a well-insulated, virtually air-tight build-
ing primarily heated by passive solar gain and
internal gains from people, electrical equip-
ment, etc. Any remaining heat demand is pro-
vided by an extremely small source. Working

with natural resources, free solar energy is cap-
tured and applied efficiently, instead of relying
predominantly on ‘active’ systems to bring a
building to ‘zero’ energy. Elements include
high performance triple-glazed windows, super-
insulation, an airtight building shell, limitation
of thermal bridging and balanced energy recov-
ery ventilation.

The Building Group is a collaboration of Pas-
sive House-related building consultants, archi-
tects, landscapers, sustainable materials and al-
ternative energy suppliers bringing afforda-
bility, practicality and beauty to highly energy
efficient and naturally-built dwellings tailored
to Northeast Ohio and beyond.

Ecovillages are intentionally-designed communities
“intended” to be socially, economically and ecologically
sustainable. They can be urban or rural communities
that strive to integrate a supportive social environment
with a low-impact way of life. They most often adapt
the co-housing model with a living arrangement that
combines private living quarters with common dining
and activity areas in a community whose residents share.
